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【Abstract】

The purpose of this paper is to construct the core-periphery model including an environmental factor, which is solvable analytically, to analyze the effect of environmental damage caused by manufactured goods sector on regional agglomeration and dispersion. As the result of analyzing this model, we show the condition leading to stable labor migration between regions and explain that it is possible to happen the case where the labor migrate in a particular region in spite of existing larger environmental damage due to pollution caused by manufactured goods production.
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
