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Abstract
The condition of management of domestic local railway has been severe. Especially in rural area, the
number of users has decreased because of the rapid motorization after since the 1970s. So, many
local railway companies decided abolition of unprofitable lines until now under this severe
condition.

In this research, we observed the Hitachi railway which is abolished line 6 years ago and
considered the influences of abolition of local railway for residents’ transfer, life style, conscious,
and so on. The suggestions of this research are as follow.

At first, there are some gaps between introduced substitute bus and ideal one for wayside residents
in punctuality.

Second, abolition of railway has an influence on a lifestyle of wayside residents without regard to
the former transfer custom or usage situation of the railway. But the assumption of residents about
the life style of after abolition of railway is almost proper and a certain level of mobility barrier is
able to overcome by adaptive action.

Third, without regard to former transfer custom or usage situation of the railway, abolition of
railway lead a sense of loss of residents and decrease of affection.

In accord with above discussion, the conclusion is summarized as that the continuation-or-abolition

argument which is not confused by fragmentary information or value judgment is needed.
