Current Situation and Problems of Migration Policy for Ecosystem
in Inner-Mongolia, China

Abstract

The migration policy for ecosystem introduced in 2000 was formulated
as a new policy framework different from a conventional development policy
that focuses only development aspect: first, it was to concern the ecology and
to minimize negative impacts of development on ecosystem; and second, it
was to provide better life to people in pasture areas, including increase of
income. For this purpose, the migration policy restricted and sometimes
prohibited activities of production and life-style of people in the targeted
pasture areas and then encouraged people to migrate to new villages which
were provided for those migrants in urban or rural areas.

In spite of its good-will purpose, the policy implementation has created
serious problems. People’s diversified traditional activities of production
and life-style, which were formulated by adjusting to the given environments,
have drastically changed and were standardized. Thus the current
situation has brought a serious question whether or not the migration policy
for ecosystem has satisfied its original purposes: conservation of ecosystem
and better well-beings of migrated people.

This paper deals with this fundamental question based on the field
survey of migration villages in Inner-Mongolia to evaluate the migration

policy from the view point of migrants.
