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Agriculture owes its characteristics to the fact that it is an organic manner of production while other
industries such as manufacturing are inorganic production. Thus, the forms of agricultural production are
heavily dependent on natural conditions (weather, geographic features, water supply, etc.), which are
peculiar to regions or local conditions. At the same time, the regionally peculiar characteristics of
agriculture are intensified by the social environment, that is, the lifestyle of the people in the region who
are economic entities. Land, labor and capital, which are the inputs needed for production, vary
qualitatively and quantitatively from region to region. _

The regional peculiarities bring a different type of development path to regional agriculture. This is
the basic reason why the same development theories or principles that are applied to other industries such
as manufacturing cannot be simply applied to agricultural development. Thus this paper is aiming to
clarify the characteristics (regional peculiarities) of Inner-Mongolian agriculture in order to figure out its

possible development path, based on path analysis of the 2010 statistical data.
