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In this study the authors aim to clarify the role of “Seikatsusha” , who play various roles in
various positions and have a relationship with various areas directly or indirectly, with regard
to public problems especially in the case of a watershed environmental management.

Recently, the public services have been forced to transform -corresponding not to
complexity and diversity of needs for public services, but also to the tight fiscal situation of
the central and local government. So, “Seikatsusha” must take part in providing public
services in various situations at different roles, such as an individual resident in the region in
question, an officer of a central or local government, a member of NPO and a member of a
social enterprise and so on.

In this study, some cases of watershed management in Japan will be first considered in
order to clarify the roles of “Seikatsusha”, in particular, the relation among them. Then, the
current situation and problems in the role of the “Seikatsusha” at Kamo River in Kyoto city
will be examined. Finally, the role of “Seikatsusha” in the field of public services will be

shown from the viewpoint of the watershed environmental management.
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
