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The current status and issues of “Hiwasa Chaeronea museum Caretta” :

Application for as the base of education for local district

Nostalgia on one’s home town is an important aspect in forming one’s self esteem. Education on
local history and culture is important, concerning that it may affect one’s wellbeing even after adulthood.
Local museums are potential center of such education for students but further investigation is needed to use
the museums in such role effectively. “Hiwasa Chaeronea museum Caretta” located in Minami town,
southern Tokushima Prefecture, inherits the region’s tradition of sea turtle protection and study made by
the local middle school students. Thus, this museum would be an appropriate target to survey current and
potential role of local museums in forming students’ nostalgia.

Current usage of the sea turtle museum for local cultural and historical education was surveyed. 5th
and 6th graders of Hiwasa and nearby elementary schools were surveyed to elucidate the effects of sea
turtle and the sea turtle museum in forming students’ emotional relationship with their home town. Further

usage of the museum for local cultural education on sea turtles will be discussed.
