A study on the supply of public goods and services
of greenery in urban area

Public green spaces in urban area such as parks and roadside greenery have so far been
supplied by the public sector. However the supply system is changing along with change of
socioeconomic circumstances. On the other hand, private green spaces such as house garden
and commercial establishment are supplied by private sector sometimes with public subsidy
and regulation. Therefore, ‘what kind of public goods and services should be supplied? ’,
‘who supply them?’ and ‘how do them? ’ become the problem. And decision aids will be
needed. If the character as public goods gives the basis of supply, it is necessary to clarify
the grade of the character as public goods, which are non-excludability and
non-competitiveness, refer to every green kind and function. In this study, the public goods
and services of greenery in urban area will be considered from a viewpoint of supply. And
the supply of greenery space in Nerima Ward will be examined. Greenery space in Nerima
Ward has decreased in five years (2006-2011). It seems that the reduction of greenery space
is caused by insufficient evaluation for the private greenery. Further it is suggested that

there is a limit also in public supply.
