The problem of the budget shortage for rebuilding and maintaining social
infrastructure is recognized.

The Ministry of Internal Affairs and Communications requested formulation of the
"public facility synthesis administrative plan" from the municipal corporation by the
minister name in April 2014, the local governments are asked for planning.

In order to correspond to the fund shortage to the future replacement investment
demand which drew up the "public facility white paper" in Fujisawa-City, Kanagawa,
and Hadano-City, Kanagawa and Narashino-City, Chiba, and became clear around
from 2008 in the "public facility white paper" in advance of the request of the Ministry
of Internal Affairs and Communications, the streamlining (rearrangement) plan of the
public facility was formulated.

In this report, the factor used as the key to the measure for making a public service
sustainable and the framework which utilizes government-and-people cooperation
(PPP:Public Private Partnership) in order to realize are discussed through the case

study of the measure example in such an area.
