1. Purpose

This session aims to encourage young researchers to present at academic conferences by providing an
opportunity to present their research ideas at an early stage. Participants will receive feedback, questions, and
advice from others, which will help clarify and improve their research direction. Through this initiative, we
also aim to: 1) Increase the number of conference presentations and paper submissions, ii) Attract new
members to the association

Presentations in English by international students are also welcome.

2. Format and Application Deadline

In addition to the annual conference (usually held in October), we will organize a Research Proposal
Presentation Session (tentative title) in June for those planning to present at the annual conference.
Applicants must submit:

A summary of their research proposal;

Approximately 500 Japanese characters or Approximately 300 words in English

Deadline: Sunday, June 14, 2026, 23:55

3. Presentation Format and Number of Slots
This session is for research proposals (not completed papers). Presenters should explain:
i.  Research topic
ii.  Hypothesis
iii.  Methodology
iv.  Data to be used
v.  Expected results
vi.  Policy implications (if applicable)

Presentation materials should be prepared in PowerPoint (510 slides).

Submitted proposals will be reviewed by the committee, and selected applicants will be invited to present.
Language: English materials — English presentation

Number of presentations: Approximately 10 groups in total

Each presentation: 15 minutes presentation, 15 minutes Q&A

Format: Two parallel sessions (total duration approx. 2.5 hours)
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4. Eligibility

The session is open to:

4.1 Undergraduate students

(e.g., those working on graduation theses or preparing for student conferences such as policy competitions or
seminar presentations)

4.2 Graduate students

(especially those in the early stages of writing master’s or doctoral theses)

Both members and non-members of the association may participate if they are interested in regional science.
